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Our courses offer a great 
choice of options
Vocational and Technical Qualifications vs A Levels 
One question we get asked a lot is:-

What is the difference between doing A-Levels 
and doing a vocational qualification at college? 

A vocational qualification, such as a T Level, BTec or Apprenticeship, is great if you prefer ‘hands-on’ learning in real-
work environments. There will be a mix of practical and written assessments and some courses have exams, but there 
is more focus on developing key skills for employment. All of our courses are led by qualified teaching professionals 
with specific industry experience, ensuring that a balance of academic theory and practical work is achieved. 

In contrast, A-Levels are theory-based and feature more exams; quite often, this is considered a traditional route to 
take through school sixth forms. Whilst most believe they need to have A-Levels to progress onto Higher Education, 
vocational qualifications are highly respected by both employers and universities and attract equivalent UCAS points.

Some of the employers we work with: EDF, Gilpin, Lancaster District Chamber of Commerce, ICT Reverse, Connect 2 
Cleanrooms, Morecambe Football Club, NHS, Eden Project Hyper X, Forsberg and Lancaster University.
